Flynn O’Hara is the sole authorized vendor for acquiring new uniform polos, sweaters, dresses,
jumpers, and navy blue docker-style uniform bottoms. Blue denim jeans and docker-style khaki
uniform bottoms can be procured from any retailer, provided they comply with the specifications
outlined in the policy. Flynn O’Hara will accept returns for any unworn items that still possess their
original tags. All current Lands End uniform pieces will be grandfathered in as long as they are in
good condition and comply with current dress code. Good condition means no rips, stains, tears
or faded material.

Our Uniform Policy is created with a desire to promote an environment of learning where our dress is
not a distraction to the educational process. Key principles include:

Our goal is to honor God in all we do, acknowledging the Lord in our choices, including uniform
choices.
All human actions, including our outward appearance such as clothing and shoes, reveal and
communicate the disposition of the heart.
Clothing represents the vocational calling of the student. Inherent in the uniform standard is a
desire to create an environment where undue attention is not drawn to specific students.

Students are expected to be in uniform while at school unless told otherwise. ACA administration and
staff are responsible for the determination of the code. Enforcement of the code is the responsibility of
parents, administration, faculty, and staff.

This Uniform Policy applies to Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday (Enrichment Academy), and Thursday
school uniforms.

School colors are defined as: navy blue, kelly green and white
Neutral colors are defined as: white, khaki, gray, ivory, light blue

Daily Uniform Requirements
Tops

Short-sleeve ACA logo polos in navy, white, or light blue.
ACA Logo long sleeve polo options available through Flynn O’Hara

Long-sleeve button-down Oxford shirt styles must be worn tucked in. 
Sleeves may be rolled-up. 

Solid long-sleeve white or light gray shirts may be worn under short-sleeve ACA logo polos.
Plaid jumpers with white Peter Pan collared shirts only (for girls), Uniform T-shirts purchased
through the PAC Spirit Store may be worn on Thursdays only.

NOTE: Navy-blue logo polos are required on picture day.
Thursday Uniform Shirts:  Current year house shirts, PAC offered Thursday uniform shirts, and PAC
spirit shirts from 2 years prior are approved for Thursdays. See Images on page 6. 

Bottoms
Docker-style khaki or navy blue pants or shorts.
Khaki, navy, or plaid skirts.
Blue denim jeans may NOT be worn on Mondays. ACA encourages students to wear jeans on
Thursdays only.

NOTE: Navy uniform tops cannot be worn with Navy uniform bottoms

Uniform Appearance
All clothing and footwear must be neat, clean, and in good repair. Garments must be free from tears,
holes, fraying, unhemmed edges, and excessive fading or acid wash for blue denim jeans. Students
are not permitted to wear cargo type shorts or pants, tight fitting, baggy, sagged, or oversized
uniform bottoms. Pajama pants, yoga pants, and leggings are not acceptable uniform bottoms.
Shorts or leggings in only navy blue, white, or light gray must be worn beneath all skirts and dresses
and must not exceed 4 inches above the knee. Plaid jumpers purchased from Flynn O’Hara are to be
worn with a white Peter Pan blouse underneath; no logo is required. All shorts must not exceed 4
inches above the knee, and students may only wear shorts in khaki or navy blue. Blue denim shorts
are prohibited.

Hair, Accessories, and Shoes
Hair must be groomed and not cover eyes
Hair bows, headbands, or ponytail holders may not be distracting and must be in neutral or
school colors. Bows are available for purchase in the PAC Spirit Store.
Jewelry should be appropriate for the school uniform and school day
We encourage close toed shoes in front and back, required for PE days.
Crocs or slides may be worn by Rhetoric students on Thursdays only
ACA purchased/provided hats and beanies may be worn by Rhetoric students on Thursdays only.

Parents, please use good judgment in assisting us to minimize any disruptions at school. If any of the
above-mentioned items do become a distraction, your child will be asked to change, cut their hair,
shave or remove the accessory.

Students may wear coats, jackets, cardigans or sweaters, as needed. These items must fit
appropriately, not be overly baggy, and should be tastefully considered. All outerwear must zip or
button completely up the front.

ACA encourages students to wear navy or neutral colored outerwear.
Heavy outerwear may be purchased from any retail or online vendor.

Flynn O’Hara will have light weight jacket/sweater options with the ACA logo available. Beginning in
the 2026-2027 school year, light-weight logo jackets/sweaters will be required from Flynn O’Hara.

All current Lands End uniform pieces will be grandfathered in as long as they are in good condition
and comply with current dress code. Good condition means no rips, stains, tears or faded material.

ACA Hoodies are the only non-zip hoodies allowed as a part of the uniform, with the exception
of the approved items listed at Flynn O’Hara. Approved uniform shirts must be worn underneath
all approved pullover sweaters and hoodies.

PE Uniforms are worn by all logic students participating in PE.
